Before we start, there are some really important reminders I would like to draw your attention to: 

 

1. Please be on time. We are unable to accommodate lateness. If your child misses their start time, you 

will be expected to wait with them until they can be safely escorted to their class.  This will mean 

crossing bubbles unnecessarily and putting others at risk.  

 

2. Please observe our one way system on site. The entrance at the front of school is on Hulme Street 

and the exit is on to Hempshaw lane. You can also enter at the back through the single gate on the 

field with the exit through the double gates.  

 

3. You can wait for your child at the end of the day in our designated waiting areas. If you are picking 

up siblings, please collect them at the later siblings finish time in their bubble waiting area. 

 

4. Please remember to observe a 2m social distance with members of staff and other families on the 

playground and field.  

 

5. Please remember to send your child in with a jumper: all windows in school will be open so it could get 

chilly!  

 

6. School meals can be paid for online or if your child is entitled to free school meals, please let us 

know. Meals will be brought to the classroom for your child in a grab bag. They will be able to choose 

in the morning.

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School Ties 

We hope you enjoyed the pack we sent you before the holidays. You will have received a gift certificate for 

a new school tie. You don’t need to bring this in; everyone will be given a new tie when they arrive. 

Unfortunately, we have been let down by the supplier so there will be a delay. If your child doesn’t have a 

tie, don’t worry, we will give them out as soon as we can – hopefully early next week! 
 

Face Masks 

You may have seen in the media a lot of reporting about face masks in schools. As a primary setting, the 

government maintain that face masks are not appropriate in school.  
 

At this moment in time therefore, it is not necessary for children to wear face masks because of the other 

measures in place. Government guidelines identify adults as being more at risk in schools, for this reason, 

some adults in school may choose to wear masks due to their individual circumstances.  
 

Quarantine  

If you have recently returned from a country that is on the government’s quarantine list, please ensure your 

child does not come in to school until the 14 day quarantine period is over. Please call the school office if this 

is the case.
